Second Working/Weaning
If you have followed a pre-weaning or first  
working schedule, the second working will  
typically occur 3–6 weeks later from the first  
set of shots, or at weaning.

One of the biggest keys to a successful herd health 
plan is vaccinating the right animal at the right time.  
Start by planning and documenting the breeding 
and calving seasons and other routine management 
events. Use guidelines (like those listed in the chart 

over. It is best to wait until the calves are eating, 
drinking and most (if not all) have stopped walking 
and bawling. Parasite treatment should also be 
performed at this time or earlier—depending on 
the product label instructions.

Second Working/Weaning
If you have followed a pre-weaning or first  
working schedule, the second working will  
typically occur 3–6 weeks later from the first  
set of shots, or at weaning.
